The event is supported by the SG50 Celebration Fund
and is open to teams representing five categories namely Men’s Open, Women'’s Open, Veteran,
Youth and Children, to promote inter-generational bonding. The Youth category is created this year
to give opportunities for players in the 13 to 21 year-old age range. The competition is designed to
be friendly and enables each team meet no less than five or six other teams to maximize the

opportunities for participants to interact and connect socially.
