YOUTH OLYMPIC GAMES (YOG) TRAINING TEAM. 
 
Ma Liang, 23 will hang up his bat to be the new assistant coach for the YOG Training Table Tennis Team.  
 
Ma Liang had a notable career as a player.  Ma Liang came to Singapore at the age of 14 and had represented 
Singapore at major tournaments such as the Asian Games, Commonwealth Games and South East Asia (SEA) 
Games.   
 
His achievements include scoring a gold in the men’s team event at the 2013 Commonwealth Championships. 
At the 2011 SEA Games, Ma Liang and Pang Xuejie created history by scoring the gold medal in the men’s 
doubles event.

Ma Liang was chosen over two other candidates for the position because of his insights as a former national 
player and because of his character and his dedication to the sport.

And I believe Ma Liang’s experience and knowledge of 
the game will be a vital component to our success,” 
 
“Ma Liang is a man of integrity and character and I believe that he will be a great mentor to the youth 
players.  As a former player, Ma Liang will be able to share his experience and inspire the next generation of 
young paddlers,” says Er.
