Record number of new schools joining the Crocodile 

Challenge Cup, 23 to 27 May

compete in the 6 events.  This year, a total of 56 primary schools have registered to join the 

Crocodile Challenge Cup of which 10 primary schools are first time participants.  The first time 

participants are Fengshan Primary School, Gongshang Primary School, Horizon Primary School, 

Jiemin Primary School, Mee Toh School, Peiying Primary School, Saint Andrew’s Junior 

School, Saint Stephen’s School, Singapore Chinese Girls’ School and Xinmin Primary School.  

This is a good indication that more schools are participating in the sport table tennis.   

 

The Crocodile Challenge Cup will kick start on 23 May to 27 May 2018 and  it is only open to 

Singaporeans.  This year, the STTA will work together with Eleven Sports to broadcast the live 

action for the first and last day of the tournament on the STTA Facebook.   

 

The finals will take place on Sunday, 27 May 2018 at Velocity @ Novena Square and it will be 

graced by Ms Low Yen Ling, Senior Parliamentary Secretary, Ministry of Education & Ministry 

of Manpower.
